BASA PILIPINAS MASS TRAINING ON EFFECTIVE LITERACY INSTRUCTION
FOR GRADES 1 AND 2 WITH MULTIGRADE TEACHERS

To: Assistant Superintendents

1. This Office announces the conduct of the Basa Pilipinas Mass Training on Effective Literacy
Instruction for Grades 1 and 2 with Multigrade Teachers. (Please refer to Enclosure No. 1 for the list of dates,
venues, participants, as well as nurses and financial staff involved.)

2. This training aims to:

e revisit the reading-writing connection and the 14 domains of literacy;

e deepen understanding on the concept of “bridging” between and among languages and discuss
opportunities for “bridging” in the classroom;

e examine an instructional sequence using the Basa revised Teacher’s Guide (Quarter 3), Read Aloud
and Leveled Texts and discuss how to use these materials in the classrooms; and

e explore planned activities and topics for Basa Literacy Learning Action Cells (LACs) and on-going
support for LACs in their schools.

3. Participants are expected to arrive at the venue on Day 1, except for teachers coming from Bantayan,
Camotes, Logon, Guimbitayan, Carnaza, Pantao and Guibitngil who may check—in on Day 0O {i.e. October 12 for
October 13-15). Registration will be on Day 1, at exactly 8:00 AM. Checking out is on Day 3; however,
participants from the islands may check out in the following morning (i.e. October 16 for October 13-15).

4, Each of the Grades 1 and 2 teachers is required to bring to the venue the Basa copy of the
Acknowledgment Receipt of the Q2 materials. Also, Grade 1 teachers are requested to bring the Read-Aloud
entitled “Sampung Magkakaibigan”.

5. Members of the training team (Please refer to Enclosure No. 2.) are advised to be at their respective
training venues in the afternoon of Day O of the three-day training. Nurses and financial staff shall proceed to
the training venue on Day 1.

6. For live-in participants, only round-trip transportation expenses shall be reimbursed with boat, bus and
taxi receipts as attachments.

7. Teaching personnel shall be granted Service Credits tantamount to the number of days rendered
during non-school days, as reflected in the daily attendance sheets, while non-teaching personnel are entitled
to a Compensatory Time Off (CTO) benefit for their involvement in the said training during non-working days.

8. Traveling, hotel accommodation, meals, snacks and other expenses relative thereto, shall be
chargeable against USAID Basa Pilipinas Funds, subject to availability and the usual accounting and auditing
rules and procedures.

9. This Memorandum serves as participants’ Authority to Travel.
10. Immediate and wide dissemination of and compliance with this Memorandum is directed.
